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ADA Guidelines for Infective Endocarditis

For decades, the American Heart Association (AHA)
recommended that patients with certain heart crmdit
take antibiotics shortly before dental treatmemiistwas
done with the belief that antibiotics would prevent
infective endocarditis (IE), previously referreda®
bacterial endocarditis. The AHA's latest guidelinesre
published in its scientific journaGirculation, in April
2007 and there is good nevise AHA recommends that
most of these patients no longer need short-term
antibiotics as a preventive measure before their aeal
treatment.

The American Dental Association participated in the
development of the new guidelines and has apprtheask
portions relevant to dentistry. The guidelines wads®
endorsed by the Infectious Diseases Society of Aaer
and by the Pediatric Infectious Diseases Society.

The guidelines are based on a growing body of sciet
tific evidence that shows the risks of taking preixe
antibiotics outweigh the benefits for most patiefitse
risks include adverse reactions to antibiotics taage
from mild to potentially severe and, in very raeses,
death. Inappropriate use of antibiotics can alad te the
development of drug-resistant bacteria.

Scientists also found no compelling evidence that
taking antibiotics prior to a dental procedure prag IE
in patients who are at risk of developing a he#gdadtion.
Their hearts are already often exposed to badreriathe
mouth, which can enter their bloodstream duringdbas
daily activities such as brushing or flossing. Hesv
guidelines are based on a comprehensive review of
published studies that suggests IE is more likelydcur
as a result of these everyday activities than factental
procedure.

The guidelines sagatients who have taken
prophylactic antibiotics routinely in the past but no
longer need theminclude people with:

mitral valve prolapse
rheumatic heart disease

bicuspid valve disease

calcified aortic stenosis

congenital heart conditions such as ventricular
septal defect, atrial septal defect and hypertiwphi
cardiomyopathy.

The new guidelines are aimed at patients who would
have the greatest danger of a bad outcome if they
developed a heart infection.

Preventive antibiotics prior to a dental procedure
are advised for patients with:
1.artificial heart valves
2.a history of infective endocarditis
3.certain specific, serious congenital (present from
birth) heart conditions, including:

. unrepaired or incompletely repaired cyanotic
congenital heart disease, including those with
palliative shunts and conduits

. a completely repaired congenital heart defect with
prosthetic material or device, whether placed by
surgery or by catheter intervention, during thstfir
six months after the procedure

. any repaired congenital heart defect with residual
defect at the site or adjacent to the site of apro
thetic patch or a prosthetic device

. a cardiac transplant that develops a problem in a
heart valve.

The new recommendations apply to many dental
procedures, including teeth cleaning and extrastion
Patients with congenital heart disease can havelcom
cated circumstances. They should check with their
cardiologist if there is any question at all ash® category
that best fits their needs.

Basic rules for prescriptions are:

i) that the prescription must be for a use or treait
within the scope of the practice of dentistry;

i) the recipient of the drug or medicine must beatient
of record in the dentist’s practice; and

iii) the prescribed agents must be recognized\adia
treatment for that patient’s dental condition. Tientists
must not prescribe or order drugs or controlledstuires
to treat their own or others’ non-dental conditions

What does this mean for the dentist?

There must be a legitimate purpose that falls withe
scope of the practice of dentistry for the predmip That
is, the prescriptions must be related to restooingain-
taining your patient’s dental health. The practigomust
not prescribe medication for a use or treatmeritishaot
within the scope of the practice of dentistry.

prescribed drug or device, as well as the direstionuse
by the patient. In addition, all prescriptions fontrolled
substances shall meet the requirements of Artiglef3he
Public Health Law.”

Dispensing Requires Label

In the normal course of practicing, a dentist mapense
drugs for use following the appointment which aegemed
proper but these drugs must be dispensed in ainenta
labeled with the name and address of the pracgitiand of
the patient, directions for use and the date afee}. If,
however, the drugs are administered in the offiezd is no
labeling requirement although it must be notedn t
patient’s chart. The label shall contain the pregany or

amount, strength and direction for use of the adiei
substance. (10 N.Y.C.R.R. § 80.62). The regulataiss
require that every practitioner maintain a recdrdlb
controlled substances he or she purchased anda reic
any drugs the practitioner dispensed or adminidtetg of
his or her stock. (10 N.Y.C.R.R. § 80.105). Purehas
records must include date of delivery, the type quahtity
of drugs, and the supplier's name. Records cornagrni
controlled substance distribution must includedate for
dispensing ad administering such drug, the name and
address of the patient, and the type and quarftéyah
drug.
